Organizing a raffle during a golf tournament is an excellent strategy to
encourage sign-ups and donations while also engaging non-golfing
attendees. Raffle prizes provide a fantastic opportunity to secure
donations from sponsors. Consider reaching out to local restaurants
and businesses for gift cards. Additionally, items like cigar boxes and
bottles of wine make for great raffle prizes. Other appealing options
include complimentary rounds of golf at the host course or a premium
set of clubs. Since many golfers are also sports enthusiasts, signed
memorabilia or tickets to games would be ideal for attendees. In
addition to Raffles and Mulligans, the Gauntlet can offer on course
opportunities to raise donations with fun interactive games.
